NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Buckinghamshire Council “the Council” as successor authority to Aylesbury Vale District Council pursuant to the Local Government (Structural Changes) (Transfer of Functions, Property, Rights and Liabilities) Regulations 2008 propose to make an Order under Section 32 35 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 which amends the Aylesbury Vale (Upper Hundreds Off-Street Parking Place, Aylesbury) Order 2010 (“the Upper Hundreds Order”) and the Aylesbury Vale (Walton Street Off-Street Parking Place, Aylesbury) Order 2010 (“the Walton Street Order”).

The effect of the proposed Order is to:

	means a ticket issued by a Ticket Issuing Machine located in the signed Pay & Display Parking Place in which the Vehicle has been left or issued by a person nominated by the Council on payment of a charge and valid for a parking period as advertised at that Parking Place;


(b)  to remove the following defined term from Part I Interpretation of the Upper Hundreds Order:

(e)  to remove the following defined term from Part I Interpretation of the Walton Street Order:

(f)  to insert the following defined term into Part I Interpretation of the Walton Street Order:

It is proposed to covert the Upper Hundreds and Walton Street Multi-Storey car parks in Aylesbury town centre from pay on foot to pay and display.
