The table below identifies proposed changes to restrictions for the streets named and the 
reasons for proposing the restrictions. 

 
 

Road Name (And Extents) Restrictions Reasons for Proposal 

The Broadway 

Revocation of Pedestrian 
Zone and replace with Bus 

and Cycle Lane and One 
Way. 

 
For avoiding danger 
to persons or other 
traffic using the road or 
any other road or for 
preventing the 
likelihood of any such 
danger arising. 
 
For facilitating the 
passage on the road or any 
other road of any class of 
traffic (Including 
pedestrians). 
 
For preserving or 
improving the amenities of 
the area through which the 
road runs.

Revocation of Double 
Yellow Lines (No Waiting at
